H. Structure: Walls and Chimneys

Description: The brick veneer of the 1967 structure suffers from a lack of proper attachment to the concrete block backup wall. In numerous locations, the
brick was visibly pulling away from the building. Within the courtyard, a large chunk had completely fallen away and was laying on the ground.
The brick chimney requires tuckpointing. The 1987 addition requires some caulk replacement. The 1967 structure requires some interior
tuckpointing. 

Rating: 3 Needs Replacement 

Recommendations: Remove and replace brick veneer from the entire 1967 structure. Tuckpoint the brick chimney and interior walls. Replace deteriorated caulking.
