Description: Existing system consists of 3 gas-fired boilers feeding a hot water circulation system. Hot water provides source of heat to unit ventilators in the
classrooms and to fin tube radiators in toilet rooms and other areas. Upstairs unit ventilators do have air conditioning capability, but they do not
provide conditioned air to corridors or other non-classroom spaces. Heating controls are pneumatic.

B. Roofing

Description: Parts of the roof are built-up asphalt with aluminized coating with many cracks and some ponding of water due to lack of slope toward drains.
Other areas of the roof are built-up asphalt with gravel ballast. Stone parapets are in good condition. The roofs do not appear to be leaking at
present, but they have all passed their life expectancy.

D. Electrical Systems

Description: Electrical service has been upgraded to four electrical panels with disconnects. Three of the four panels are 1200amp, three-phase, four wire with
208Y/120 volts. The fourth panel is 1000amp, three-phase, four wire with 208Y/120 volts. Most original breaker panels remain and wiring is
original, except for upgrades, which have been run in surface conduit or wire mold.

Some urinals are floor mounted and have exposed plumbing
supply lines that are in poor condition. Most fixtures are original, but some have been replaced for accessible models. No pressure-related
problems observed or reported.

F. Windows

Description: Most windows have been upgraded to thermally broken insulated models. A few single pane windows remain and these should be replaced. Also,
all curtainwall is single pane and should be replaced. The Library windows are glass block with operable window inserts. 

Rating: 3 Needs Replacement 

Recommendations: Replace all single pane windows with insulated glass. Existing replacement windows do not have integral blinds, so these would not be
appropriate for new replacement windows.

On the south elevation, there is damaged brick that has split in half, exposing the cores and
allowing water to enter the wall. The chimneys also require tuckpointing. Caulking is in need of replacing. The brick should be cleaned and
sealed.

  Upstairs unit ventilators in classrooms have been replaced with models that include air conditioning. Downstairs unit ventilators are original and lack A/C capability.

  Most areas lack proper ventilation.

Levels of illumination meet ODSM recommendations. In most areas such as classrooms, the lighting is well distributed, but in the cafeteria, there are dim and bright
areas of the room due to lights that are widely spaced.

  Drinking fountains and restrooms are well located, but are not entirely ADA compliant.

6.11 Communication among students  is enhanced by commons area•s‚ for socialization 10 4 

  There are no extra commons spaces. Student socialization takes place in Cafeteria or Gym, or outside.
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6.12 Traffic flow  is aided by appropriate foyers and corridors 10 5 

 
Corridors are of an appropriate width for safe student traffic flow. Not all corridors terminate into commons areas as much as they terminate into large spaces
containing specific programs, i.e. cafeteria and gym. 

6.13 Areas for students to interact  are suitable to the age group 10 5 

  There are outdoor areas with benches and plantings that are conducive for students to sit down and converse, but nothing like that on the interior.

6.14 Large group areas are designed  for effective management of students 10 9 

  Large program areas are adequate for visual supervision of students attending.

6.15 Acoustical treatment  of ceilings, walls, and floors provides effective sound control 10 7 

  Ceilings have ACT, the library space is carpeted and most of the school is constructed with thick masonry walls and floors.

  The overall window design is pleasant and complimentary to the overall design of the school.
