· Graphing equations (functions) on the coordinate plane using a table of values
· Writing linear functions, such as y = 2x + 3

	WHY:     Number crunching is the foundation of Algebra. In this unit, students master skills they have been introduced the last few years. The skill of simplifying an expression is also improved upon. Finally, students need to move fluently between an equation, table of values, graph, and real-world situation. Very important Algebra concepts are introduced at the end of this chapter.
