	WHY:     In our final unit of the year, many Algebra concepts come together. Students need to graph, understand how changes on an equation affect a graph, and solve equations. There are also many great applications to quadratics. Students start to use math to analyze speed and velocity of moving objects.

A lot of skills learned in the 2nd semester are put to use in this chapter. Mastery of multiplying binomials, factoring, and simplifying rational expressions is required. Extra help/tutoring is strongly recommended for this unit if students struggled in the last couple chapters. This unit builds of those previous concepts.
