Solving Systems of Equations and Inequalities

	WHAT:   
· Solving a system of equations using 3 different methods: graphing, substitution, and elimination
· Graphing a linear inequality on the coordinate plane
· Solving a system of linear inequalities by graphing
· Setting up and solving a system of equations for many application problems.


	WHY:     This is the last unit of the 1st semester. It serves as a culmination of many skills students learned in the first half of year. Students need to apply the skills of simplifying, manipulating and solving equations, and using slope-intercept form to graph.

The concepts in this unit our easy to understand. For example, to solve a system of equations by graphing, the solution is where the two lines intersect.   If the lines are parallel, meaning they will never meet, there is no solution. 

Even though the concepts are not too challenging, the Algebra work is. There are many different steps to each problem. One tiny slip-up can cause the whole problem to be messed up. This unit really gets students to focus on the details. They need to stay organized with their work. These problems can be long to work-out, but it develops a students’ ability to problem solve in an organized manner.
