Algebra Independent Learner Contract
What This Is…
An opportunity to work on your own at an advanced pace. Sometimes the class moves to slowly for some advanced students. If you are not challenged enough or feel bored in class, this is for you!
Eligibility…
· Be responsible – you cannot have missed more than 3 points combined on the first 2 notebooks
· Be well-above average in basic Algebra concepts – score at least a 97% on the first 2 unit tests or at least a 95% on the first 3 unit tests
· Parental consent – see need for parent signature below
Grade…
Your grade will run on the same schedule as the class’s. For example, you take the Unit 7 test in the 2nd quarter but the class does not take it until the 3rd quarter, your score for the Unit 7 test counts for the 3rd quarter.
What will be a part of your grade - Test scores, and class group projects created by Mr. Bee that  will further your understanding of a concept. You will be automatically given a perfect score on notebooks.
What you will be excused from – Turning in notebooks; having to take mini-quizzes and similar extra practice assignments
***A suggestion with notebooks – even though you will be excused from turning one in for each unit, it is strongly suggested you complete each assignment so you can fully master the concept.
How…
At the start of each chapter, Mr. Bee will provide you with the assignments, warm-up, and individual assessment. Work at your own advanced pace. Tell Mr. Bee when you are ready for the test (please provide a few days notice) and he’ll give you a copy. You must do the unit test in class!
You are strongly encouraged to do this with someone. The person can be in another class period.
EXTRA HELP (Read this!) – understand the needs of the class will come before any Independent Learner’s needs. You can get help from Mr. Bee during class, during I & E, or before school (please let me know a day ahead of time if you’re coming in before school). However, if another student needs assistance, they will get helped first.
Being excused from being an Independent Learner…
The following will cause you to rejoin the class and work at our pace – 
· A grade lower than 80% on any test
· Two consecutive tests with a grade 85% or less
· Getting lower than a ‘B’ in any core class
· You can decide at any time to rejoin the class
If you need to rejoin the class, your test grades will be averaged with your new test grade when you take the test with the rest of the class.
