	WHAT:   A quick review of the following basic mathematical concepts:
· Perimeter and Area of basic shapes
· Graphing Points on the coordinate plane
· Converting between fractions decimals, and percents
· Adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing fractions
· Evaluating Algebraic expressions
For example, evaluate 3x + 5 if x = 4 (hint: the answer is between 16 and 18)

	WHY:     After a long summer of little to no math, students needs a brief refresher on these concepts. I also like to use this to determine if students are ready for an advanced course like Algebra. These concepts are pre-requisites for much of the Algebra curriculum.

	When’s the Test???     A small test (or big quiz) is given on this material the 3rd day of school. Students will be given these review concepts on day 1 and given the next day to work on them. Calculators will not be permitted.
