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Rewards, Rules, and Consequences:

Parkside Intermediate School has a “Three Strikes…” Program.  The goal of this program is to teach students to become more self-sufficient, to encourage them to be more self-reliant, to support them as they strive to become more independent, and to hold them accountable for their actions.  

 

The “Three Strikes…” Program focuses on four areas:  materials, assignments, behavior, and tardies.  The students can earn “strikes” in these four areas, for example, if they do not bring materials to class, do not turn in an assignment, are talking out of turn or tardy to class.  Each quarter the students begin with a “fresh slate”—all previous strikes are erased.  

 

THREE STRIKES…..THE GAME PLAN

  

(If a student keeps a clean record in a quarter (no morning detentions, 1 or less recess detentions, etc), s/he will earn a school-wide reward i.e. movie.   During the activity, those who did earn strikes will remain with their homeroom teachers in order to receive intervention or catch up on work. 

 

( If a student earns three “strikes” in a quarter, s/he will receive a recess detention.  At this time, the teacher will verbally notify the student, and the parent (phone call, E-mail, or a signed note).   The office will call the student down and give him/her a Recess Detention Notification that includes the date, time, and location of the detention.  

 

( If a student earns six “strikes” in a quarter, s/he will receive another recess detention.  The same procedure will be followed for the second recess detention.  

 

( If a student earns nine “strikes” in a quarter, s/he will receive an office referral.  The 

assistant principal will meet with the student, provide an increased consequence, and                   notify the parent of the consequence.  The consequence may include, but is not limited to:  morning detention, restricted day, parent conference, etc.  The student might also be attend a study session during Connections to work on homework if that is an issue.
 

The “Three Strikes…” Program is a tool that we will use at Parkside to teach, encourage, support and hold our students accountable for their actions.  The goal of the program is to assist our students in becoming more self-sufficient, self-reliant, independent and to help them think before they act.  In order for the “Three Strikes…” Program to be successful, we need the support of our Parkside parents.  
Additionally, the classroom teachers use various strategies such as table points, Panther Paws, 100s Club to encourage positive behavior and performance.

Absent Work: 

Work missed as a result of an absence is to be obtained and made up by the student.  The student is responsible for contacting his/her teacher and arranging a make-up work schedule upon returning to school.  Students should visit my website to find their absent work. It is posted at the end of the school day.
· Students will be allowed the same number of days to complete missed work as they were absent (e.g., 4 days absent, 4 days for make-up).  The exception to this occurs when a student is in school the day before a test but absent on the day of the test.  In this event, he/she will be expected to take the test on the day he/she returns to school.

· For planned absences (vacations or family obligations that take place during regularly –scheduled school days) homework is due on the student’s first day back to school.

Tardies:

At the assigned times, the classroom doors will be closed and any student coming to class after the assigned time without a pass will be considered tardy.  A strike is given for each tardy.
Homework/Plan Book Policy:

Students should expect homework to be given each night, with an average of 60 minutes total per evening.  If a particular assignment is taking much longer, parents can use their discretion to have the student stop working and write the teacher a note.  The child will not be penalized for this as long as a note from parent is provided.

Teachers will write the assignment on the board and students are expected to record these assignments daily in the plan book provided by the school.  Homework is also posted daily on the Progress Book website.  We suggest that families get into the habit of checking the child’s plan book and website on a daily basis.  Showing parents completed assignments is also a good idea.  I do not collect homework early so students can take it home to show parents.
  Students get one plan book for the year.  Replacement books will cost $5.00.  School policies, procedures, and pertinent information can be found at the front of the student plan book.  If your child forgets his/her homework/plan book, the school building is open until 10:00 P.M.         

Independent Reading:

Students will be required to read 15-20 minutes at home on a daily basis.  This is required so they can read at least one book a month.   They will answer extended response, higher level thinking questions about their books that are aligned with the monthly language arts goal.  
late work:

Assignments must be turned in on the due date at the start of class with the exception of absences.  After the start of class, students are expected to hand late assignments into my “Late/absent work” basket.  1 day late=70% credit.  More than 1 day late=0% credit. However, it is still expected that students complete all assignments so skills are not lost.  An assignment will show up as “missing” on Progress Book until that assignment has been completed.  
Tests and Quizzes:


Each Friday, we will have a vocabulary or spelling test.  Students know about other tests and quizzes days in advance and study guides for major tests are handed out and discussed.  If a student does not display proficiently of the material (scores less than 70%), he or she will be given a chance to review the material again and display this knowledge for additional points and a raised grade.  This might be in the form of a retake or correcting a test/quiz.  The highest grade possible for that test/quiz is 80%.  To take advantage of this option, the student cannot have any missing homework/classwork assignments that cover the material from the test.
Bathroom/Locker Procedures:

Students are given three-five minutes of transition time between classes and are expected to use the bathroom, go to their locker, etc. during these times.  To promote responsibility, we try to encourage students to get into the habit of using this time wisely.  Therefore, trips to the restroom are limited to privilege passes.  These allow for the use of restroom or drinking fountain.  A student must use a hall pass whenever in the halls during class time.

Doors:

Students & teachers are not allowed to open the doors for anyone, even if you know them. Anyone entering the building needs to use the main doors down by the 5th grade wing.  All classrooms will be locked throughout the day for safety reasons.
