Dear Parent/Guardian,

Each year, school districts have the responsibility of identifying gifted learners in grades K-12 using criteria set forth by the Ohio Department of Education. Students may be identified as gifted in one or more of the following areas: superior cognitive, specific academic, creative thinking, and visual/performing arts.

At this time, the state requirements are limited to identification and do not mandate educational programming. Westlake City Schools has provided a gifted program, currently called WINGS, since the 1980 school year.  Students identified by state criteria may not meet Westlake’s more rigorous criteria for placement in the WINGS program. In order to participate in WINGS a student must have a full-scale I.Q. score of 130 or above and a composite achievement score of at least the 96th percentile.

Please note: the GI-1 form is specifically for the WINGS program. Complete the GI-2 form only if you want your child to be assessed in other areas.  The spring referral period ends February 19, 2010. Please return the appropriate referral form, the student profile, and the permission for assessment to your child’s principal by that date. Testing will be scheduled in November according to the availability of the school psychologist.  Results will be sent home as soon as the scoring is complete.
Please remember that if your child has been recently screened or assessed for gifted identification within the last 24 months, they are not currently eligible for additional gifted assessment.
