iii. Choose test (OAA or OGT)-choose specific test (reading, math)
iv. Organize scores by clicking on the column you wish to sort
1. Up arrow for highest scores first
2. Down arrow for lowest scores first
v. In the Student Selection box at the right of the screen, click on the custom search button to look at a specific student or class.
1. Look for and mark the dot labeled Course Teacher
2. Choose your discipline under Academic Subject matter
3. Make sure course teacher lists your name
4. Choose the course name for the group you would like to search.
5. Choose the correct period number.
6. Scroll to the bottom and click search.
vi. In “student selection box”  on right side, click on “Select Cohorts”
1. Special groups to which you are invited will be there.
2. If you want to create a cohort, you must see either Geoff or Lela.
e. Click student view
i. Initial page give personal information.
ii. Click on state assessments and choose test
1. View only that student’s performance on that test.
iii. Click national assessments and choose test.
f. Click interventions – way to document interventions tried with individual students to aid future teachers, parents, administrators
i. Choose student
ii. Click “assign intervention activity”
